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Introduction
The Sustainable Development Goals are a collection of 17 interlinked Globe goals designed to be a blueprint to achieve a better and a more sustainable future for all. These goals were set up in 2015 by the United Nations General Assembly and they are intended to be achieved by 2030 (https://en.m.wekipedia.org). The SDGs emerged by adoption from the Millennium Development Goals which were the eight goals with measurable targets and clear deadlines for improving the lives of the world’s poorest people (https://www.mdgtund.org). They try to cover all the main aspects of life of human beings living on this planet earth. 
Among the 17 SDGs that encompassed the 2030 Agenda for sustainable development is a stand-alone goal which seeks to address the need for, inter alia, the sustainable and conservation of life below water. The first Globe Integrated Marine Assessment, completed in 2015 under the United Nations regular process, provides a stark picture of the state of our oceans (UN Chronicle, May 2017). Specifically, several assessments on the connectivity between the SDGs indicates that SDG14 “Life Below Water” interacts with all other SDGs and plays a central role in achieving the 2030 agenda (https://.undp.org). Goal 14 states: “Conserve and sustainably use the oceans, seas, and marine resources for sustainable development” to save the Life Below Water. 
The oceans, seas and rivers drive the globe systems which make the earth habitable for the people. They regulate and provide drinking water, food, climate, weather, and the oxygen in the air we breathe. Unfortunately, there is a continuous deterioration of coastal waters owing the pollution which affects the functioning of ecosystems and biodiversity. This brings a negative impact to the life below water.  
It is this goal that I shall dwell upon in this discussion following the guiding questions given.  
1. Why is the UN’s goal of taking responsible action for Life Below Water important, in your opinion?
