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NO POVERTY
The main reasons why the UN choose no poverty as the first goal on their list is simply because it has respect for humanity race and human rights of laws of humanity should be followed with dignity.  Above all, UN wants to narrow the gaps or to completely close the gaps that are currently in existence on the three key dimensions of human poverty on the global environment for both rural and urban settings as narrated by Jim (2002:8). 
The UN target is to completely make more good livelihoods standards of the poor people who depend mostly on the environment for their life sustenance and the directions of the natural resources. 
To ensure that there is clean water, good land usage and free air which are not affected with pollutions. So that they do not lead to health hazards especially in developing and under developed countries in the world. 
To serve the vulnerable societies that live in areas that is environmental hazards. In most cases there communities are hit by severe droughts, severe floods and fire disasters etc.  Jim (2002:8). 
UN is targeting that all the communities in the world should live the lives that are self sustenance that leads to better standards of living. As it is observed from Michael et al (2011:21) who describes poverty to be lack of sustenance on the part of people’s livelihoods and also lack of the ability to meet basic needs. The whole idea is to help communities and societies that cannot afford to meet the basic goods and services such as food, clothing and shelter that are necessary to sustain an average human being at the basic minimum of level of living. 
To encourage all the nations globally to have access to general basic social services such as education, health, safe water, proper personal security and give empowerment to participate in political process and in decision that influence someone’s life in the society. The above is arrived at because of what Jim (2002:9) has urged that poverty is widely viewed as encompassing both income and non income dimensions of deprivation – including lack of income and other material means. So poverty remains a global problem of huge proportions which UN through its day to day administration is slowly dealing with its issues to be completely resolved  by 2030.
According to the general education monitoring report for UNESCO (2016) 689 million people live in extreme poverty surviving on less than US $ 1.90 dollars a day. Children and youths count for two-thirds of the world’s poor and women represent the majority in most regions. 
Extreme poverty is increasingly concentrated in Sub Saharan Africa. So about 40 percent of the regions people live on less than US$ 1.90 dollar a day. Extreme poverty rates nearly doubled in the Middle East and North America between 2015 and 2018 from 3.8 percent of 7.2 percent mostly because of crisis in Syria and Yemen (war conflicts).
Also Jim (2002:9) narrates that one in five people on the planet – two –thirds of them women live in abject poverty. He further states that out of the world’s 6 billion people, 2.8 billion live on less than US$ 2 – 00 dollar a day and 1.2 billion live on less than US 1 – 00 dollar a day. 
Richard (2011:224) urges that poverty is a worldwide problem that blights the lives of billions of people and that it has even made social scientists hard to measure the global poverty. 
About 70 percent of people older than 15 who live on extreme poverty have no recorded that 1.3 billion people in 107 developing countries which accounts for 22 percent of the world’s population live in multi dimensional poverty. The big populations of people who live in extreme poverty are in Africa and Asia in the world. The comparatively small area of affluence in industrialized North America and Europe. Urbanization is and remains a contributing factor to extreme poverty to countries around the world. 
Globally, the proportion of the population that lives in cities is not static but has been increasing from 13 percent in 1900 to 29 percent in 1950. According to United Nations, the proportion had reached 49 percent in 2005 and this figure is expected to double itself by now in 2022.    
The world has made huge strides in overcoming global poverty. Since 1990 more than 1.2 billion people have risen out of extreme poverty. Now 9.2 percent of the world’s population survives on less than US$ 1.90 a day compared to nearly 36 percent in 1990.
The Covid – 19 pandemic threatens to reverse years of progress in the fight against global poverty and income inequality.  Covid – 19 pandemic drove an additional 97 million people into extreme poverty in 2022, according to World Bank estimates. 
By 2030 an estimated 67 percent of the world’s poor will live in fragile areas (thus crisis, wars etc).
Families especially in developed countries are slowly moving out of poverty hence making children’s health and wellbeing improving. Since 1990 a number of children under the age of 5 dying mostly from preventable causes such as poverty, hunger and diseases are less than half of what it was. 
As already mentioned, about 84.3 percent of multi-dimensionally poor live in sub Saharan Africa and South Asia. UN would lead the world in providing.
Excess quality education where global communities acquire basic skills such as writing and reading have a documented positive effect on magnetized population’s income. 
Education should engage child participation, make decisions that will shape their future, and influence people around them. Education to create awareness campaigns over the need of having clean water and sanitation through the publishing of fliers, leaflets, posters, magazines, news papers and also  the electronic media such as Radios, Televisions, WhatsApp, face books etc.
According to plan international (NGO) economic security is a vital tool to end poverty. People should have the skills and resilience to stand hard economic times and grow their incomes. Thus promoting economic growth. 
Education also helps to serve the planet by applying good ecological systems that are friendly to the environmental friendly.  
The creation of green industry will rely on high skilled education workers. 
Ending extreme poverty is the top priority by 2030 as part of the United Nations sustainable development goals.
A newly published paper by UNESCO shows that education is critical to escape chromic poverty and to prevent a transmission of poverty between generations.

This has its effects in developing countries (the rushing towards urbanization) because it complicates government efforts to improve people’s living conditions in cities. Providing adequate food and water has become more difficult in cities than it is in the rural setups areas, where wells, garden plots, and farm animals are often enough to sustain residents. In cities, food is trucked in from the countryside and water is purified and piped from one location to the next Richard (2011:224). Somehow, rapidly expanding cities must find the resources to expand their infrastructures – a major challenge considering the poverty of many residents. 
In Africa and Asia today people still live in poverty and cannot afford to prepare three meals of food. Thus breakfast, lunch and supper. Many families afford two meals only meaning only lunch and supper. In rural areas most family relies on foods for supper only meaning that no breakfast and no lunch and people are used to such arrangements. 
Millions of people have sunk deeper into poverty in Sub Sahara Africa, Richard (2011: 226). Eradicate extreme poverty and hunger – this will enable poverty rates to fall in many parts of the globe particularly in Asia and in Sub Sahara Africa, where the poor are hard proved, Richard (2011: 226). 
Achieving universal primary education is another change. This has become a major challenge in Sub Sahara Africa where only 30 percent of all children are enrolled in high school. 
Promotion of gender equality and empower women. This is so because women still lack equal representations at high levels of government, Richard (2011: 226). 
Improving materials health. It has been observed that each year more than half a million women die during pregnancy or child birth. There are still more countries in the world where rashes of giving births are high. Hence the need to make improvements on the matter. 
Communities must ensure environmental sustainability by reversing the loss of the world’s environmental resources through rampant clear – cutting of forests and other forms of environmental destruction. 
Developing a global partnership for development. The United Nations millions declaration seeks a global social impact in which developing countries pledge to do more to ensure their own development, while developed countries support them through aid , debt reliefs, and improved trade opportunities, (2011: 226).      
Providing excess health care continues combating HIV/AIDS pandemic and malaria, and other diseases. AIDS has become the leading cause of death in Sub – Sahara Africa, where two – thirds of the world’s AIDS patients reside; worldwide the disease is the fourth most frequent killer. Through drug treatment can prolong life; there are still no cures for this scourge. Moreover, each year malaria and tuberculosis (TB) kill almost as many people as AIDS, severely draining the labour pool in many countries. 
Struggling to get medication and drugs that could sterilize and cure the Covid – 19 pandemic disease will be better solution in the world. The disease has caused a list of poverty in developing and under developing countries
(i) Eradications of poverty 
Formulations or implementation of national anti-poverty programmes by the United Nations might help to serve the poverty situations, Kofi (1998:29), especially in developing and under developed countries in their world especially in Sub-Sahara countries of African and is Asia.
The UN to put up some strategies that could be viewed with time in specific key areas of need for instance, the need to broaden the scope of action against poverty beyond the traditional social sector and welfare approaches: to address such critical issues as access to productive assets; to encourage a more inclusive dialogue between the state, civil society and the private sector; and to target resource – poor communities and asset-poor households, Kofi (1998: 29).
The United Nations development program (UNDP) should continue its supports for poverty mapping, carrying out its assessments of national capacity for poverty reduction. Setting national goals and target, public expenditure reviews, reviews of policies, administrative structures and procedures, and resource mobilization. 
The United Nations  gave and still giving high priorities, (targeting the social sectors) to the implementation of the so-called 20/20 initiative, launched jointly in 1994 by UNDP, UNESCO, WHO, UNFPA and UNICEF. Through this imitative, it was agreed that government and external donors such allocate 20 percent of the budgets to basic social services. 
UNICEF and UNDP are providing increased support to reviews of country – level social sector expenditures. 
The United Nations has continued to provide support on the feminization of poverty.  Under this initiative, the United Nations development fund for women (UNIFEM) supports pilot projects designed to strengthen women’s economic performances. Efforts to increase women’s access to credit, training and technologies no as to enhance their income-generating activities are being supported. The UNIFEM is currently playing a pioneering promotional role in ensuring that the polices and programmed of microcredit institutions take gender issues into account.
UNICEF programmes are addressing the challenges of women’s organizations and business associations to negotiate on economic issues, and by providing economic literacy materials to women, Kofi (1998:30). 
 Poverty is a major cause of hunger, but hunger also causes and perpetuates intergenerational cycles of poverty. So relieving hunger is the first step in braking those cycles. Since 1997, the world food program devoted 93percent of its development food assistance to the poorest communities and households in low-income food deficit countries. World Food Programmes projects are seeking tenable the hungry poor to reach a level of subsistence at which they can sustain themselves and thus participate effectively in mainstream development programmes. Kofi (1998:30). 
In 1998, the World Food Programme, carried out “vulnerability assessment mapping” in 22 African, 8 Asian and 2 Latin American countries. The programme identified the geographic distribution of poverty and food insecurity. This programme has been continued in order to target the most affected countries especially in developing and under developing countries particularly, Africa and Asia. WHO targets to ensure that the poor have sustained access to food globally. The World Food Programmes has been targeting some 60 percent of its development resources directly to women and involves them in the management of food distribution and in decision making.
United Nations has been taking major steps that include respect for human rights and dignity as a core element in anti-poverty strategies, and to ensure participation by the poorest in their communities’ decision – making processes. 
The commission on human rights since 1998 has been appointing an independent expert aiming at evaluating eh relationship between the promotion and protection of human rights and extreme poverty as a way of taking poverty to zero action, Kofi (1998:31).
Technology through ratio, television and communications systems, Preston et al (1983:116) such as Face books, whatApp etc have made it possible for human societies to observe, know and understand how each community live their lives and are able to compare their life style with those of people in other parts of the world. Making it early and begin to realize and expect that life can improve at least from the point of view of material wellbeing. Individuals are coping and learning from the new technological improvements that are taking place in developed countries that can be implemented in developing and under developed countries. 
Controlling issues of “the poverty trap” as Preston et al (1983:116) states, if takes money to make money so the old saying goes. This observation seems to be true in developing countries. 
There are two basic ways of developing country can acquire money for capital investment. Thus by trading goods and by receiving financial Aid. Developing countries sell their in expensive raw materials to developed countries. In turn they depend on these countries to sell back to them relatively expensive finished goods. Developed countries give out money through financial aid at low rate interests or at times grants need not to be paid back.
UNESCO through World Food Programmes and (FAFO) Food and Agricultural Organization should continue to implement strategic programmes that deals with food security no that they encourage countries to grow more food, to have plenty of animal husbandry, Aqua-culture growing of more fish in the ponds. This will attract many communities to have a good sustainable way of living. 
FAO will continue to encourage societies to produce drought resistant crops such as cassava, sorghum and millet in Africa and Asia so that whenever the environments are hit by severe droughts, the societies can survive on drought resistance crops for their livelihoods and supplementation of diet foods. 
UNEESCO through education institutions such as colleges, Universities, Agricultural organizations etc should teach and train communities through workshop and seminars so that vast amounts of technical knowledge should be generated, Preston et al (1983:120). Old Chines proverbs the world health organization through education must create programs leading to birth control and child mortality rates as a way of controlling overpopulation. Preston et al ((1983:116) speaks of growing numbers of people are straining resources and leading to overpopulation. So birth control and child mortality rate is the best tool to control poverty in the world. 
In countries where there the death rate is high such as Haiti and Afghanistan etc do not have an over population problems meaning that poverty levels are very low.
UNESCO should work very hard with education organization in the world to fight the problem of illiteracy which is still a very big problem in Africa and Asia. Many families in their continents still facing the challenge to take them to school. Many families believe in the polygamy way of marriage where one man for instance marries four women and from each woman bears (10) ten children. So ten times four is giving us forty children which one cannot afford to look after them ending up being destitute. 
World Ed (iii) recognizes this need ‘Give a person a fish and hunger is avoided for a day’ teaches a person to fish and there will always be enough to eat.  This technology gap should be extended poverty to zero options by 2030. This is a great need of importing this technology transfer to many communities around the global planet.
In my community in Zambia education through non government organizations (NGO’s) DAPP in particular has initiated self help groups (DAPP 2021:1) Approaches. This programme is developed and founded by kinder north of Germany. Implemented by 15 Local Civil Society Organizations, the programme focuses on social, political and economic empowerment for marginalized women and children through group formation, training and mentoring.
The approach involves mobilizing women into self help groups of 15 to 20 members. In these groups women regularly meet to solve, borrow for investment, and take action to address their social problems, groups thereafter, evolve to two more events and structures which include the Chester level association (CLF) and the federation. The CLA works   with duty bearers and other actors to facilitate community development while policy engagement is done by the federation.
The outcomes of this initiative are directly linked to improved quality of life for women and children.
By the end of September 2021, cumulatively the program has reached 68,623 children formed 1450 self –help groups with membership of 25, 575, 81 cluster level association and 3 federation. The self-help group approach thrives on the principle that the hidden potential in the poor can be unleashed if only a Conducive environment is provided.
DAPP (Development Aid from people to people) towards malaria elimination project, has since June 2021 been carrying out mitigation activities in the household communities in the North Western Province of Zambia to reduce malaria cases which are life threatening  especially to pregnant women and under five children, DAPP (2021:1). The DAPP carried out this programme with community health workers. They carried out tests, treatment and gave comprehensive health education on malaria risks during pregnancy.
The program involved traditional leaders and malaria champion from all community structures who organized dialogue meetings. The project marriage to clean up in 98 communities and buried 100 open ditches that were potential breeding areas for mosquitoes once they collect water. The project reached 89,000 people with information on malaria prevention on which the communities participated fully. 5,400 people were tented and 1,300 were treated. 7,600 flyers, brochures and posters on malaria prevention and treatment were distributed and issues out to communities in need. This was also programmed on radio discussion.
Malaria is deadly diseases which had led many communities into poverty. Targeting to clear the disease is one way of taking poverty into zero option. DAPP begin its business of selling second hand clothing’s throughout the country.  That is one way of helping the need. The sale of second hand clothes and shoes provides revenue to support DAPP Zambia’s development projects which have been undertaken over the years.
All in all DAPP has 37 shops that have created work opportunities for 348 employees. As always of promoting self-employment, innovative business traders also find an opportunity to buy clothes at reasonable policies   for resale at profit all across the country. DAPP (2021:4).
The DAPP early childhood care and education program aims at the holistic development of  a child’s social, emotional, cognitive and physical needs in order to build a solid and  broad foundation  for lifelong learning and well-being. The program nurtures caring capitals and responsible failure generation. DAPP (2021:4).  
The teaching focused on organized educational play and exploration as well as phonics and numeric topics such as numbers, letters and language concepts. The children are given fruitful early experiences to develop their skills to function as a group and freely   express themselves by asking questions and letting their feelings known. The program builds a child’s confidence and ability to adapt quickly to the primary school formal and disciplined learning environment and demands, DAPP (2021:4).
