Q1.why is un`s goal of clean water and sanitation important in your opinion

Q2. How is the clean water and sanitation in the world?
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According to the chart above by WHO/UNICEF through our world in data ,74% of the world has access to safely managed water while 16% has the basics of safely managed water facilities. Countries in the low income nations only has a 29% of safely managed facilities of safe water and 5.9 % has no access to safely managed water but only has surface water  and 17% of unimproved water facilities while sub-Sahara has 6.8% of people with no access to safely managed water source but only use rivers and  streams us their surface water sources for drinking and bathing meaning the sanitation infrastructure is not in place making their lives very difficult as it’s difficult to fight diseases that comes as the result of using unsafe water and with poor sanitation or nor sanitation facilities at all.
The Enesco has set 2030 as the target of reaching their goal where they should be zero tolerance to unsafe water and poor sanitation but the rate at which the implementation process is moving its very slow and if the rate at which we are moving with the improvement at this rate we will only reach slightly above  82% by the year 2030 unless more focus is put in more  that more sensitization is done to make more people aware of the benefits and the aim of Enesco’s article 6 and the need for every human being exercising their rights to safe water and good sanitation.
The death rate is still high as a result of using unsafe water and poor sanitation and cases like cholera and typhoid is still high in low income countries and sub-Sahara countries, leaders and the non-governmental organization should keep on working extra hard to the world to record above the 82% projection for safe water and sanitation and clear the transmission rate of the disease by the year 2030.
A girl child is still being deprived of their human right to safe water and sanitation, the right to education and good health as they spend most of their time searching for water in most low in come nations and in most sub-Sahara countries.
The rate of transmission of the water born diseases are still way high as most people are still lacking safe, treated and filtered tape water and in most home and places they don’t have sanitation facilities and they don’t use latrines but open space due to non-availability of toilet facilities and other customs beliefs.

Q3. what changes that needs to happen to achieve clean water and sanitation?
 The importance of safe water and easy accessibility of clean water at a walkable distance for all should be the way to go, so that everyone has access to safe tape treated water and good sanitation so as to have a disease free world which results from using unsafe water and poor sanitation facilities.
By education the communities on the importance of safe water and the dangers of using the surface water through the communities that has challenges with sanitation facilities and no tape water will continue adding more value for people to fully understand the aim of the united nations on the provision of clean safe treaded water that perfect us health free from water borne diseases.
With the outbreak of covid 19, it has open up many people’s eyes on the need of good sanitation with tape water that will make every one`s life much safe as everyone know and understand the need for WASH and having the sanitation and tape within the proximity of people’s houses and work stations, public places should also have tape running water and proper sanitation facilities so as to have a better health environment and health nations away from diseases  that are caused by the use of unsafe water and poor sanitation facilities.
The right to education is also one way of improving our communities ,people in our communities should be well sensitized about the importance of education ,if young people ,every girl child are subjected to attend schools so that our young generation knows how to handle the implementation of WASH and the dangers of using unsafe water and sanitation facilities ,personal hygiene will also play a vital role, the community should also come to gather in educating the elder and mothers so that the all communities will be able to fully understand the need of safe water and the need and importance of good sanitation    facilities
Toilets and tape water should be made available by sinking of boreholes with using solar to generator power that will be able to supply water for people who are off the grid mostly in rural areas. Sanitation facilities should be provided in public places mostly in rural areas, community schools, markets and personal hygiene should be practiced at all times.
Q4. Do you think it is possible to archive clean water and sanitation around the world? Why or why not?

Most of the people in the communities don’t have money to buy cleaning utensils to use for cleaning the facilities that they are being given to uplift the living standard of people to fully exercise the right to safe water and sanitation and a good person hygiene with a health life.
