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Hundreds and thousands of people around the globe are dehumanized, threatened and treated as commodities or properties that can be sold or bought. Employees are controlled and owned by employers through mental and physical abuse, young girls are being trafficked and sold to be sex workers and others are subjected to situations that are against their will, they are forced to do things that are against human rights and live in slavery after being deceived to be given good condition of service and they become stranded as they do not have any way of going back to their home town, their documents even get confiscated by their deceivers.
The united nations article 4 ensure that every human being has the right to be treated equal and has the dignity, every human life is priceless and no one should be sold nor undermined and treated like an animal which can be sold or bought like a commodity or property, our human rights transcends all economic and cultural barriers and these rights were implemented so that all humans are protected and respected with regard to human dignity, life, and personal identity. Every human being is important and must have freedom to choose and make individual decision without being forced. Every human being that is tormented either physically or mentally are all living in slavery as everything that is surrounding them it’s against their will.
A slave is a person who has been in captivity by the enslaver and is being treated as a property for the enslaver, and these are people who are forced to labor or do certain jobs or tasks against their will, the right or freedom to make their decision its deprived away from them, and these are people who are bought as property and has no freedom of expression and no freedom to speak for themselves and are also subjected to poor working conditions .most of these people are abused physically, mentally and sexually and these people can be of any age ,male or female.
Young girls and women in most cases the ones that are being trafficked in most countries and are being sold as sex workers, young boys and men are equally sold to farm owners and work as laborers in farms under difficulty situations, others are beaten while plaguing like animals and are treated as if they are not human being who deserves to exercise their rights
These people don’t have any right nor what so ever to express themselves nor speak freely or make their own decision. Children’s who are sold at an early age are denied the right to education, right to a normal living conditions, the right to proper health care and social security, most of these people are kept in hidden environment and always being monitored in fear that the enslaver can be reviled.
Slavery also exists in working places where bosses mistreat their juniors and are subjected to poor working conditions, others are racially discriminated and sexually discriminated,
Q I – what are the types or form of slavery?
1. forced labor - people who work or serve others people (enslaver)against their will either because they are being harassed, tortured or threatened of doing harm against them.
2.  forced early marriage – this is common in most African countries mostly in tradition set up where girls are forced to get married against their will and mostly at the tender age, these girls are deprived from their rights to normal life, and the right to education, these girls are subjected to sex life before their bodies are matured enough and before their bodies are ready for such acts hence their minds are tortured, thy are forced to take up responsibilities that are way above their age.
3. Human trafficking –this is a process of selling people by transporting them to the destination where they get transformed in sex workers, laborers and work in restaurants, others become domestic workers, others are forced into criminal gangs, while others whose body organs are sold. Majority of the victims are poor are deceived. human trafficking its rampant in Texas, Florida, New York and California
4. Debt/bondage – most people who borrow money when they fail to pay back lose their freedom as they become slaves as they have to work for the debt to be cancelled.
5. Poverty- most poor people are venerable and are easily tricked, trapped and exploited, all these are causes of poverty levels and people end up being mistreated and are forced to things against their will and ends up being deprived from their rights.
 
6. Child labor –children are forced to do heavy manual works and are forced to go into farms and streets to work so as to support their families and others are just abused to heavy manual works depriving them from the right to education and a decent normal life.
Q 2- what does human right of freedom to slavery mean to you?
Every human being is important and should be treated equal, with respect and dignity and respect each other’s freedom of expression ,freedom to choose their work ,and freedom to education and decent work with a normal living health condition .no one should be enslaved  to work for another person more worse being bought like a property or an animal  to offer service to another person.no  one should be subjected to physical and mental torture and work like a machine or an animal regardless of their status, either because of debt nor poverty nor race, every human being should be respected and treated equal. 
Q 3. How do you know when someone is being enslaved?
Forced marriage
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Every situation is different from the other, and it’s also dependent on the enslavers movement of the person that is being in captivity with the environment they are in. the type of slavery is the determining factor like the ones who are sexually abused their body language will tell as they are mentally disturbed, becomes isolated, agitated don’t like to be around the opposite sex and their social life its compromised.
The form of abuse that makes people being enslaved takes away their pride and people looks out of place, they don’t concentrate on what is happening around them, they seem lost as if they don’t have the courage to face tomorrow, others show signs of physical torture on their body and are too protected as their mind is filled with fear of being tormented, others they don’t move freely as if the all world its crushing on them.
The people are that trafficked in foreign countries becomes more venerable as they don’t have documents of entry in some in most instances and they don’t have documents for their documentations, majority of them can’t even have documentation to take them back to their mother land and usually fails to go to the authorities to report the matter as they live in captivity.
Q4 is there a normal life after living in slavery?
The torture inside the minds of these people is severe, most of these people its difficulty to regain their dignity as normal human being as their pride its tarnished, they fail to walk tall with their heads high as they feel infringed. It’s the responsibility for the organizations available to these people to get healed emotionally so they can feel that they are also as important like any other human being, they need to get healed and so that they can feel that they are as equal as any other human being and that they have the same freedom of expression and the right to choose and express themselves as well. They need to be helped to regain their spirit and soul from being broken, they need care and support so that they can learn how to work decently and make them feel import and special like any other human.no person deserves to be sold a number nor to sever a number of men per day. Everyone deserves to be free and to live a decent life and to have a decent job which is possible with the help of counselling for the victims.

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Q 7. what steps needs to be taken to stop slavery?
The governments and the non-governmental organizations together with human rights activist groups needs to work together with the police of individual countries to strategies on the way to go on the issues of slavery mostly in terms of human trafficking ,long term measures needs to be implemented that will see stricken adherence to sensitization on the use of social medial and the attainment  of jobs through the internet that has brought about venerability to young people who are deceived with job offers abroad  who ends up being trafficked 
Governments needs to provide communities with more support in communities to support the lives of the venerable and under privileged so that child labor can reduce which is as a result of poverty, for instance in Zambia the current government has introduced free education from primary to secondary which will make the venerable also to exercise their right to education and help out to remove some children from the streets and certain forms of slavery as a result of poverty.
conclusion
 We are all equal and every human being should be treated with respect and dignity, no women should be sold for prostitution and no child should be forced to do hard labor and equally no men should be sold as laborers. 
We need to work together to safe guard the lives of young girls and boys from human trafficking and forced labor, we need to work with the human rights activist to fight against torture, against discriminations and sexual harassments that are happening in our communities and in the place of work.
About 152 million children are victims of child labor globally and 40 million people around the world are under modern slavery according to the united nations, article 4 of the united nation works hand in hand with SDG 8 and strictly encourages and the focus on promoting inclusiveness and sustainable economic growth for all human being regardless of economical state, every human being should be treated equally and is entitled to a decent work and a proper living standard. We should work with united nation article 4a and SDG goal 8 to protect, speak against any form of child labor or early marriage, we should eradicate any form of discrimination so that every child, every women and men can exercise their human rights.no one should be excluded from any work opportunities regardless of their race, age ability, physical or mental state we, should work on improving the living standards of the underprivileged to help them feel important and equal like any other person
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
