ARTICLE 26 OF THE UN HUMAN RIGHTS DECLARATION.

Also, Technical and professional higher education shall be unequivocally made generally available without any bias or discrimination whatsoever and higher education shall be equally made accessible, without favor, discrimination or bias, on the sole basis of merit.
2. That education shall also be directed to the complete full desirable development of the human being, also of personality, and to the extent of strengthening of respect for international and national human rights and fundamental freedoms in existence. It shall also vehemently promote proper understanding, sensible tolerance and unique friendship among all the nations, among racial or the interreligious groups, and so shall further be able to promote the activities of the United Nations for sole purpose of the maintenance of peaceful coexistence.
3. That parents have a prior exclusive right to indeed choose the type of education that shall be rendered to their children. (Perseen, 2009)
The preamble and article 26 of the UDHR states that human rights education is the process of teaching and educating someone with the sole objective of promoting respect for human rights and freedoms.

I believe education as a human right, is the bedrock of sustenance of other human rights. All other human rights can easily be violated on someone who is uneducated. Therefore, education is a fundamental aspect of empowering people to even know other human rights that they are entitled to.
