Body of Assignment:
1. Why is the UN’s goal of Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure important, in your opinion?
By learning, taking action and teaching others about the need for investments in infrastructure, inclusive and sustainable industrial development and technological innovation, young people can play a valuable leadership role in helping to accomplish Goal 9, as well as the other Sustainable Development Goals. 


Here are four important facts related to educational ideas to Goal 9 of the Sustainable Development that can help youth learn and be engaged as global citizens:

i. Basic infrastructure like roads, information and communication technologies, sanitation, electrical power and water remain scarce in many developing countries, according to the UN. Recent water infrastructure issues, such as those that have occurred in Flint, Michigan, show this is not only an issue for developing countries.
ii. Globally, 2.6 billion people do not have reliable, full-time access to electricity; 2.5 billion people lack access to basic sanitation; over 1 billion people have no reliable phone service; and nearly 800 million people do not have access to water. Undeveloped and inadequate infrastructure limit people’s access to health care, education, markets to sell products, jobs, information and training.
iii. Inclusive and sustainable industrial development is the primary source of income generation, allows for rapid and sustained increases in living standards for all people, and provides the technological solutions to environmentally sound industrialization,”

2. How is the state of Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure in the world?

a) Develop quality, reliable, sustainable and resilient infrastructure, including regional and transborder infrastructure, to support economic development and human well-being, with a focus on affordable and equitable access for all.
b) Promote inclusive and sustainable industrialization and, significantly raise industry’s share of employment and gross domestic product, in line with national circumstances, and double its share in least developed countries.
c) Increase the access of small-scale industrial and other enterprises, in particular in developing countries, to financial services, including affordable credit, and their integration into value chains and markets.
d) upgrade infrastructure and retrofit industries to make them sustainable, with increased resource-use efficiency and greater adoption of clean and environmentally sound technologies and industrial processes, with all countries taking action in accordance with their respective capabilities.
e) Support domestic technology development, research and innovation in developing countries, including by ensuring a conducive policy environment for, inter alia, industrial diversification and value addition to commodities.

3. What changes need to happen to achieve Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure?

· Goal 9 includes a variety of changes related to infrastructure, industrial development and innovation. One target of the goal is to “Develop quality, reliable, sustainable and resilient infrastructure, including regional and transborder infrastructure, to support economic development and human well-being, with a focus on affordable and equitable access for all.

· Another target is to make internet access available to all people in the least developed countries as an affordable, Access to information via the internet can contribute to increased levels of innovation within developing countries.

· Adult and youth leaders can help other youth and children learn about topics related to Sustainable Development Goal 9 in order to be informed and active global citizens.

Equally important are efforts to move away from treating infrastructure projects as individual investments and to view them as part of a system that comprises a portfolio of interlinked assets that provide essential services for society.
 E.g. bridges and roads when we should be talking about mobility, connectivity and ensuring the flow of goods, services and people.


               (B) Why Not?
1- In many countries, the biggest challenge to infrastructure development is in the pipeline of viable projects. One of the problems with sustainable infrastructure is that there are just not enough bankable projects in the market, especially in the poorest countries.

2 - The problem is felt in different ways. First, the ability to develop a viable projects or strategic set of projects that governments plan, priorities and implement is often lacking. Countries need to build upstream planning, which enables them to identify the projects that will most help them to meet their development targets. And inability to do this makes it hard to create a pipeline of projects and encourage private-sector investors to participate.

4- Given the traditionally poor transparency in the infrastructure sector and the opportunities it offers for corrupt practices, Corruption is the biggest obstacle to sustainable development, The infrastructure sector and engineering are probably one of the biggest areas where corruption takes place internationally because of the amount of money which is spent on and luck of accountability.


5-  How can education lead to a world with Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure?

I. Special emphasis was made on the role of education as influencing innovation capacity and providing the foundation for technology absorption processes and diversification. Specialized knowledge and experience in science and engineering may matter more than general managerial capabilities and intermediate-level technical skills in explaining innovation excellence by high-tech firms. It was noted that the development of wireless telecommunications and wireless education enabled countries lagging behind others to leapfrog over the expensive investment in infrastructure that mobilized the finances of developed countries in the twentieth century.

II. As a country's inhabitants become better educated, they will be more likely to acquire their own critical technical skills and creative problem solving necessary to build and sustain roads and bridges, ICT systems, ports and airports, health and financial systems, governance practices and the many other structures that enable life in a country to improve and flourish. Well-planned and operating infrastructure itself enables more children to get the educational opportunities they need. Better infrastructure makes it possible for children particularly in remote areas that have few developed roads or other reliable means of transportation - to get to school conveniently and quickly.

III. Allocating resources for research is key to addressing each country’s specific needs in the field of industry and infrastructure, and in order to improve its technologies. Enhancing scientific research, encouraging innovation and increasing the number of researchers will help upgrade the technical capabilities of industrial sectors in all countries.
