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Taxation has a major role in every country; the main purpose of the taxation is for the wellbeing of the country. Let’s say, it’s the backbone of a country to stand straight. This taxation was not new to the world; the first record of organized taxation was from Egypt around 3000 BC. The only difference from the new taxation was, Egyptian kingdom took one fifth of the harvested grains as a tax instead of money. The below sections will explain several details of taxation. (Chapter 47, verse 33 of the Book of Genesis)
Tax collection by each country has a major role in the developments and well-being of countries, it includes development of infrastructure facilities for publics like schools, transportation facilities, roads, bridges, hospitals etc. In addition to the above, taxes have another important role in the protection of the country like the military, police, fire departments, investigations, research etc.
Tax paying benefits for people are different from each country, for example in India the government is paying for any damage to agriculture or domestic animals caused by natural disasters or diseases to farmers or people. Several countries are supporting people in the same or different ways in emergency situations. Another important thing required for each and every human being in this world was medical facilities. Most of the countries who are taking direct tax established a high facility government hospital for individuals free of cost.

In current COVID 19 pandemic situation, all the countries provide vaccination and several high expensive treatments for their citizens free of cost or in a minimal charge, some countries even provide free food or food items through government shops in minimal price, it was done only because of the tax paid by each person to government. Just to understand, we can consider this tax as an insurance amount paid monthly, because normally we are paying insurance for any emergency situation like fire for property, natural disaster, ill health insurance etc. and it was all covered by most of the government. The disadvantage for private insurance is high premium amounts, paper work etc. and the amount paid was not returned to individuals. Countries like the USA and European countries provide pensions for all their citizens after 60 year of age; this was provided from the tax paid by the individuals.

There are many countries with no income tax collected from people, like UAE, Qatar, Oman, Kuwait, St. Kitts And Nevis, Bahamas, Monaco Etc. (https://www.offshore- protection.com › offshore-blog, https://timesofindia.indiatimes.com › travel › photostory), these countries are getting income from their natural resources, tourism and real estate etc. The above listed first four countries' natural resources are crude oil. Currently the amount received from these resources is enough for them to manage their country and citizen needs.

According to studies in 2019, the first country with highest income tax was Sweden 57.19% and it’s more than all other countries (Van de Pas, 2019). According to “The Local” newspaper article 15 Jan 2018, all Swedish people are happy to pay the tax even its higher because of the high standard facilities provided to people, the below satisfactory level was received from 2006 to Swedish government (out of 100) to their facilities provided to government, this prove that there is no loose for paying tax to government by individuals (Edwards, 2018). Water and sewage (76.7), Preschool (75.8), Upper secondary school (73.5), Garbage and waste disposal (72.7), Home services (72.5), Health care (72.2), Primary school (71.1), Sports & recreational services (70.9), Retirement homes (70.9), Culture and leisure (68.2), Municipalities and county councils (67.6), Public transport (67.1), Business services (62.2), Security (61.1), Environment and climate services (56.7), Public information services (56.6), Road maintenance (54.1), Individual and family care (54.1)

There are several protests or violence outbreaks in several countries because of the tax established by the government, Colombia tax protest was the latest one which killed 17 people and 800 more injured (BBC, 2021) and the first protest or resistance to tax was happened in the 1st century AD by Jewish Zealots against the Roman Empire. This protest and deaths can be avoided, if the government provides a proper education to citizens about the purpose of the taxes and benefits and should be shown a seeable result to citizens in the country.
Direct and indirect taxes are the two different classes of tax, direct taxes are imposed on incomes and profits, but direct taxes are applied to goods and services. The major differences between taxes are direct taxes paid directly to the government and indirect tax collected through intermediates from end consumers. Direct tax levied on income, wealth and profit and its pay directly to the authority-imposed tax, this tax cannot be transferred to any other entity or person. There are different types of taxes coming under direct taxes and it changes according to countries, few of them are listed below.
Income tax – income tax is paid according to the individual's age and earning, it normally bases on one’s income and it’s taken from salary or should be paid directly to the government (according to country tax regulation).
Wealth Tax – This tax normally paid yearly bases or according to each country regulations, this tax calculated according to the market value and ownership of the property
Property Tax – This tax charges on property like building land etc.

Corporate Tax – This tax is paid by companies who is doing selling assets, technical service, royalties etc
Capital Gain tax – This tax is paid for the income earned from sales of assets or investment. Tax on investment is based on long and short term.
Entitlement tax – This tax is collected through payroll deduction.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In the current situation, there are several personal benefits for people who are paying taxes. First thing is, for visa applications to countries like the US, Canada or UK, these countries require 2 to 3 years of income tax return to approve the visa. Secondly, most of the country’s Banks approve loans according to the income tax details and the third important personal benefit required for each and every human being is hospital care. Most of the countries provide hospitals with well qualified medical teams, latest technologies etc. for their citizens free of cost from the tax paid by them.
In addition to several personal benefits, there are visible public benefits that can be seen around counties from tax. First thing is public infrastructures, like public places, parks, government institutions, government offices, public transport facilities, public toilets. According to the population around the country, new facilities should be constructed or expanded, and it requires money from the government. Moreover, maintaining these infrastructures required additional cost also. Secondly, welfare schemes like health, education, unemployment, food etc. this list can be more or less according to each country. Thirdly, scientific research and defense play a vital part in each country. Research helps in inventing cost effective and renewable energy sources, medicines for several diseases, agriculture methods etc. Defense and law enforcement team protect as from other countries, terrorist, criminals etc. and its required more cost than any other facilities provided by government.
In addition to the above few different classifications of Taxes, I would like to explain about one more tax imposed by the government to some of the products which are harmful to humans. This tax is called Excise tax, or some people called sin tax, this tax increases every year and it’s a special duty imposed on items that can cause harm to people, such as alcohol, tobacco, sugar, fuel etc. The overuse of the above list of items destroyed several people's lives around the world and it's known to most of the people. Increase in excise tax every year discourages people from excessive consumption/use of alcohol, cigarettes etc. and it can be used for public health. 
According to a United Nations University Blog/article (Savoia and Sen, 2019), developing countries are only able to raise a small share of taxes. Typically, they collect between 10% to 20% of GDP. The average in high-income countries is double this, at 40%. Low tax collection rates have devastating consequences on development. They mean that governments aren’t able to invest in public goods such as health, infrastructure and education. Even the Sustainable Development Goals, which aim, among other things, to build effective, accountable and inclusive institutions at all levels, have set mobilizing revenues as a goal on its own. Greater constraints on the executive can also make a country’s tax system more transparent. Our findings, based on 47 countries, suggests that greater transparency and accountability may in fact be more important in raising tax revenues than measures that only focus on coercing people into paying their taxes.
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In conclusion, this essay explained in an understanding way about taxes and benefits for paying tax to the government. The only way to open the eyes of people 
about taxation should be through transparency and accountability. Government should provide a proper education for all people about taxation in an understanding way and should provide a clear list of developments done every year to people. Each year all countries are trying to develop in different sectors and for sure development requires more money. Countries should utilize their natural resources or other resources in a helpful way, like the countries that are using crude oils; minerals etc. and remove/ reduce the income tax burden from people. 
An example for utilizing natural resources is by the use of solar panels to produce electricity, the large amount required for making Dams and other things related to this can be reduced or removed. In this way several things can be done to reduce the income tax burden to people in all countries. In other ways, if countries can encourage and support people in starting business from small to large scale, it can reduce or remove income tax burden, like how China is supporting their people's business and developing their country.
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
