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1. Why did the UN choose No Poverty as the first goal on their list, in your opinion?

UN has chosen No Poverty as the first goal in the 17 Sustainable Development Goals set by the year 2030,  because of many reasons. 2. How extensive is poverty in the world?

Poverty in the World is increasing due to number of factors one being COVID-19 Pandemic and draught. The speed of improving life is decelerating and the COVID-19 crisis and draught risks reversing decades of progress in the fight against poverty.

New research published by the UNU World Institute for Development Economics Research warns that the economic fallout from the global pandemic could increase global poverty by as much as half a billion people, or 8% of the total human population. This would be the first time that poverty has increased globally in thirty years, since 1990.

Another notable thing is that, more than 700 million people, or 10 per cent of the world population, still live in extreme poverty today, struggling to fulfill the most basic needs like health, education, and access to water and sanitation. The majority of people living on less than USD 1.90 a day live in sub-Saharan Africa. Worldwide, the poverty rate in rural areas is 17.2 per cent—more than three times higher than in urban areas. 

For those who work, having a job does not guarantee that they are in a better position from poverty line. It is explained that 8 per cent of employed workers and their families worldwide lived in extreme poverty in 2018. One out of five children live in extreme poverty. Ensuring social protection for all children and other vulnerable groups is still a problem. Therefore  to reduce poverty is hard to reach to the required plan if more no efforts to overcome the situstion.

Poverty around the World has become a problem to many people regardless those who have employment because some of them are paid less and still they have a number of dependants. Also factors like Invasion of COVID-19 Pandemic has increased the rate of unemployment because some Companies cannot continue to employ workers.
3. What changes need to happen to end poverty

The main change which is needed to end poverty around the World mainly is provision of education. Education is very important to transform Society because People can change their life style and altitude after getting knowledge.
According to the most recent estimates, in 2015, 10 percent of the world’s population or 734 million people lived on less than USD1.90 a day.

Southern Asia and sub-Saharan Africa are expected to see the largest increases in extreme poverty, with an additional 32 million and 26 million people, respectively, living below the international poverty line as a result of the pandemic. The share of the world’s workers living in extreme poverty fell by half over the last decade: from 14.3 per cent in 2010 to 7.1 per cent in 2019.

Even before COVID-19, baseline projections suggested that 6 per cent of the global population would still be living in extreme poverty in 2030, missing the target of ending poverty. The fallout from the pandemic threatens to push over 70 million people into extreme poverty.

It is said that one out of five children live in a very hard life that is extreme poverty,  and the negative effects of poverty and deprivation in the early years have consequence that can last a lifetime. In 2016, 55 per cent of the world’s population – about 4 billion people – did not benefit from any form of social protection

To support the poorest and most vulnerable groups, the UN has responsibility to make sure that they establish means to support and help political commitment to ensure that people everywhere have access to essential services and are sure with social protection.

There is a need also, specifically to support to low and middle income countries as well as vulnerable groups who are disproportionately bearing the socio-economic impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic. Leaders convened by the developed countries have a responsibility to help developing Countries for economic recovery.

4. Do you think it is possible to end poverty? Why or Why not?

Ending poverty is not easy step that someone can just work for it for a short moment. It is a process which needs some strategies. If People will know what they are suppose to do it is possible to end poverty.
