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1.0 Introduction.

Writing a good academic paper entails taken good time to do some proper research to collect data and any other information that would be essential to support the academic writing.  No academic writing would be completed without some proper citations and references.  Research papers without proper citations and references is like a human skeleton.  According to Adrian Wallwork, “the writing of an accurate, understandable paper is just as important as the research itself” (Wallwork, 2011).

Thirdly, I shall demonstrate how to enter a keyword to search for books and articles, then followed by the fourth task which is to filter for books and academic articles.  Fifthly I shall demonstrate how to open up an ebook and finally, I shall select three ebooks of my choice from the search and copy and past their bibliography in alphabetical order.  
1.1 Describe how you found the online Library.
To find the online library first, I shall go to my browser and open the Atlantic International University (AIU) on my browser.  Secondly, I need to log in to my student page with my AIU unique username and password.  Thirdly, I shall go to the menu at the left-hand side of my student page, then scroll down to student resources and click on it.  After that, a page will pop up and with a headline “welcome to all new AIU Resource Pages”, then I shall click on the online library.  
2.0 Select Databases.

After that, I shall click on books, journals, and articles.  Then on the next page I shall choose databases.  To make a search within a single database, I shall click on the database name of my choice on the list such as Omni file full Text select, eBook Collection and eBook Academic Collection.  Also, I have a choice to select all of them then click continue.  
3.0 Enter a keyword to search for books and articles.

On this page, I shall write the key word of what I want to search for such as “Education Administration” then click of the book I wanted from the lists of the books that came up from my search results.  Also, I have an option to limit my search for example from 2011 to 2021 publication date from the left-hand side of the page.  I can also choose full textbook or download the book I wanted.  After that I shall select the exact book, I would like to read then go through its page from page.  
4.0 Filtering for eBooks and academic articles. 
The page I opened showed only the results of eBooks and academic collection because I limited the search from my databases.  Also, I limited the publication and dates of my search from 1969 to 2021 and the total number of the eBooks I got from my search is 2,354.  Furthermore, all these books are available on full texts and downloadable as well.
Finally, the name of the first eBook listed from my search is “Management and Administration of Higher Education Institutions in Times of Change” (Visvuzi, Lytras, & Sarirete, 2019).  
5.0 Opening up an eBook.

The name of the first eBook listed in my search results is “Manangement and Administration of Higher Education Institutions in Times of Change” (Visvizi, Lytras, & Sarirete, 2022).  When I clicked on the book title, it gave me the full title of the book as: Management and Administration of Higher Education Institutions in Times of Change.  Its serries is “Emerlad Studies in Higher Education, Innovation and Technology Ser.  Also, the authors are “Anna Visvizi, Miltiadis D. Lytras, and Akila Sarirete.  It gives the publication information as “Bingley: Emerald Publishing Limited. 2019”.  The resource type is eBook. 
Furthermore, the description of the book is given as a new model of growth and development comes into force, higher education institutions (HEI) worldwide have to adapt and respond to a constantly changing  environment.  It also describes that politics, economics, advances in technology and the resultant societal change create a number of opportunities and challenges that higher education institution administrators have to address on a daily basis.  Also, this volume offers practice – driven accounts of how higher education institution successfully embrace these challenges and opportunities.  It says that the experts and practioners contributing to this volume reveal a complex reality of higher education institution today.  
Furthermore, the book links the debate on education to topical issues in politics, society and economy, including questions of technological progress, social responsibility, sustainability, well-being and broadly understood, resilience.  The authors emphasize the essential of the role of the university in supporting new models of growth by ensuring that the institutions strive towards inclusive education for all. Finally, the search showed the most relevant pages from this eBook in pages 90, 209,210, and the table of contents. The PDF Full Text, shows firtly, the cover page of the book which inclueds its black back ground, a big circle with a laptop on top and on the bottom.  The book title “ Management and Administration of Higher Education Institutions in Times of Change”. Then follows by the table of contents, the chapters of the book from chapters 1 to chapters 13 and finally the index of the book.  The PDF full text part of the book is usefull to me because it gives me the access to read the full text of the book which is also useful for my studies.
The full download of the book shows an errow message when I click on it to open it up.  The message says adobe acrobat reader could not open Anna Visvizi Miltadis 2019 Management Administration of Higher Education because it is either not a supported file type or because the file has been damaged for example it was sent as an email attachment and was not correctly decoded.   
The table of contents includes list of figures, list of tables, about the contributors, preface, and the 13 chapters of the book and its index.  The table of contents is useful to me because it gives me the total over view of the book and the topics of its chapters.
