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Question.            What are Distribution and Logistics?

Distribution is the activity of both selling and delivering products and services from manufacturers to the consumer. Distribution is a major component of operations because a business cannot reach the highest level of services without a function that monitors interaction between manufacturers and customers. 
Also, distribution management refers to the main activities of distributing a product which include Order Processing, Packaging, Inventory Management, Logistics, and Communications. 
And logistics is the process of planning, and implementing the movement of goods or services from the point of origin to the point of consumption. Logistics management is the process of managing the activities that are needed to transport goods from their sources to the final customer that process involves a series of logistics activities such as material handling, production, branding, order processing, packaging, warehousing, security, transportation, and customer services management. The goods can include deference items such as physical items, food, equipment, information, parcels, animals, materials, and liquids. 
The main goal of logistics is to meet customer requirements at the right time, safely, and at a reasonable cost. 
Several terminologies are used in logistics tasks, such as                                          Inbound logistics refers to the procedure of receiving and storing uncooked materials and additives that are wanted for production. It includes handling the float of goods from providers to the enterprise's warehouses or manufacturing facilities. This consists of sports consisting of sourcing, purchasing, transportation, and garages.
The inbound logistics method starts when the organization identifies the raw materials or components it needs for manufacturing. This may additionally involve running with supplies to negotiate expenses.
Once the substance has been sourced, the agency ought to arrange transportation from the provider to the organization's warehouse or manufacturing facilities. This may also involve coordinating with freight vendors, customer brokers, and different logistics companies to make certain that the substances are brought on time and in true circumstances. 
The Military Logistics is the field that plans and manages the armed forces supplies, maintenance, and mobility. It covers in the widest sense such as procurement, storage, material development, distribution, upkeeping evacuation, and disposal. It is all about the aspects of military operations that deal with.
Military supply, the task of meeting the material requirements of the armed forces is known as supply. The supply process includes all phases involved in providing and maintaining the military process, including the design and development phases that come before the military purchases it.
Providing military forces with the necessities to live needs food, water, clothing, shelter, medicine supplies, vehicles or animals for transportation, fuel, and forage for animals, communication and fight weapons, defensive armament materials, and fire powers this has been the fundamental goal of military supply. 
These are products in each of these categories that are used only once or expended or consumed, therefore must be continuously or periodically resupplied.
Supply is the function of supplying the material needs of army forces. The supply technique embraces all ranges in the provision and servicing of army material, which include the ones preceding its acquisition through the army design and development, manufacture, purchase and procurement, garage distribution, preservation, restoration, and disposal. 
Military transportation, before the intervention of steam power, armies relied on the strength of the wind and the muscles of men and animals to move about. They hauled and carried goods by using men and animals on land and employed sail and oar-driven boats on the water. There was frequently a decade balance of benefits among these several approaches. 
Business logistics is all procedures that involve the management of the transportation of goods from one place to another.  The definition of business logistics refers to all those actions involved in the movement and storing of products, this is from the sourcing of raw materials to the final destination.
Business logistics involves many processes and the aim is to carry them out with maximum efficiency and economics, the task of logistics is to ensure the availability of the right product at the right time at the right price.
That work is supported by a logistics management system, which handles supply and demand forecasting, order processing, inventory control, inbound and outbound transportation, warehouse management, fleet management, order processing, and third-party logistics service provider management. 
Also, Inventory management is the management of stock level it maintains the data regarding the movement of storage items it makes use of a variety of insightful techniques to track the product and manage the inventory, this process determines the speed of the production process which is an efficient way to make the decision cost-effectively. 
Warehousing management is the major function in logistics management, it runs the day-to-day operation of warehousing and safely guides the goods also keeping track of inventory and making sure that orders are filled, it also involves managing warehouse infrastructure and processes where orders are received, processed, and sent it whenever needed. 
Packaging and labeling are important in the supply chain as the packaging of the goods plays a major role in facilitating sales. The goods should be done correctly into suitable packages and containers with safety and customer regulations is enhance logistics functions. 
Branding is the process of creating the identity of the company such as the company name, date of the manufacturing expiry date, price ingredients, the logo of the business, the visual identity design mission, and other key components of the company. 
Procurement Logistics involves activities such as market research, requirements, Planning, decision-making, ordering, and locating the material required for product production, this process includes the acquiring of raw material spare parts, operating supplies, and other functions of the manufacturing process.
There are many different modes of transport but in Logistics the first and most popular means of transportation is the road.                                               Road transportation has been around longer than any other means of transportation and is the most used in logistics having replaced walking, horses, wagons, bikes, cars, and trucks. 
Road transportation has the fewest geographical restrictions because of ongoing improvements in automobiles and road infrastructure so this feature road transport is the best option for carrying lighter items over the shorter distance. As a result, road transportation is used to transport most goods that were first transported by another mode of transportation. 
The advantages of road transport are economically reduced costs, quicker delivery times, more flexibility, door-to-door service, more flexible load capacity, enhanced adaptability in load capacity, and improved fuel efficiency, also Drawbacks include safety, traffic congestion, high energy consumption, and environmental pollution.
Another mode of transport is Marine Transportation.  Water Transportation has been a vital part of world trade for thousands of years and continues to this day. Transportation by sea accounts for 99% of all international trade. Cargo ships can move the most freight of any kind of transportation for the least amount of money and they can travel on all larger bodies of water. 
Container ships have calculated and strictly followed itineraries. Many of the routes that are followed now date back many centuries and new routes are continuously being investigated and tried, though, to minimize supply chain effectiveness.
The greatest disadvantage of marine time cargo ships is the speed at which they operate compared to the air mode. Maritime is the slowest mode of transportation, however is the most efficient and capable of carrying an amount of cargo.
Another mode of transport is Air Transportation. Air travel is the newest kind of transportation. The use of airplanes in both local and international trade is growing. Air transportation is the fastest-growing and most time-efficient mode because of its constantly improving technologies and nearly infinite route options. To obtain a competitive advantage in the expanding market many companies purchase their fleet planes to gain a competitive edge in the growing market.     
Airlines are being most trusted with valuable cargo and goods by more businesses due to the reliability and advancement of air travel. Air shipping is becoming increasingly convenient because of the growing popularity of flying as a preferred mode of transportation. Shipments are frequently loaded into passenger planes, thus reducing the cost of air transportation. 
The disadvantage to flying is air transport remains the most costly mode of shipping currently available. In addition, due to the nature of air travel, freight must have minimal weight and volume to guarantee flight safety. Air travel also produces the biggest amount of emission of any mode. 
Also, another mode is Rail Transportation, this was first developed for usage in the early 1800s, it soon proved indispensable for west expansion and has been a major player in logistics for more than 200 years. These days bulk freight or the largest and heaviest cargoes travelling across land, is more often transported by train. Rail is perfect for long-distance and cross-country hauls since the great majority of railway infrastructure links densely populated places with wide stretches of uninhabited land in between.
Compared to vehicle transportation rail transportation is restricted to a smaller infrastructure. The characteristic that distinguishes locomotives is that they can only travel along a defined course that connects points A and B with little deviation. Because they are expensive and time-consuming to build, not many new railroads have been built not many new railroads have been built since the early 1900s.  Railways are also restricted to semi-level geographic areas which makes building more difficult.  As a result, trains are generally only available in sizable cities because of this feature, rail is one of the main participants in multimodal transportation. 
The railway system provides a dependable mode of transportation for long hauls across the land as rail vehicles are not affected by traffic, diversion points, or mode switches. Trains are commonly used for the transportation of bulk cargo items such as coal, iron ore, corn, and wheat which would be uneconomical to ship by truck.
Railway transport offers unparalleled reliability, being the least affected by weather conditions such as rain and fog compared to other modes of transport. Furthermore, it boasts well-organized fixed routes and schedules providing a more certain, uniform, and regular service when compared to other modes. 
Its speed over long distances exceeds that of other modes of transport except air travel. Thus, it is the best choice for long-distance transportation. Rail transportation is a cost-effective, expedient, and ideal method for transporting heavy and large goods across extensive distances. 
The disadvantages of rail mode. Railways require a large amount of capital and the cost of construction and maintenance are very expensive compared to other modes of transportation.  Additional rail transport is inflexible as its route and schedules cannot be tailored to individual needs and cannot provide door-to-door service due to their reliance on fixed trucks. 
A freight Company is a business that specializes in the transportation of freight or cargo, between locations are known as freight business. There are various variation components inside these companies. For instance, domestic freight forwarders transport goods within a single nation, and international freight forwarders ship commodities internationally between nations. 
Thousands of freight businesses operate globally and many of them are members of specific associations. Such organizations include the IATA (International Air Transport Association), TIA (Transportation Intermediaries Association), and various other organizations. 
There are several ways of carrying goods such as by Train, by Air, by Road, and by Sea. Business providers have multiple modal solutions, which entails providing more than one service. Intermodal shipping is the most popular type of multi-modal shipping, which entails truck collection, rail delivery, and truck delivery.
There are some factors to be taken into consideration while choosing a transportation method, which are product qualities, cost, and time. Air shipment is typically more expensive than sea shipping, even though the latter may take longer. In addition to shipping by rail, the freight might be delivered to the recipient by being loaded onto a vehicle.

Document in the context of logistics refers to various documents attached to or relating to goods requirement transportation and transfer of ownership.
Documents in supply chain management are documents used in international trade involves many documents, business documents, financial documents, insurance documents, and more. Here are some common documents used for shipping in global supply chain management, Delivery orders, Dock Receipts, Bills of Lading, Sea Waybill, Air Waybill, Shipping Notes or List, certificates of Insurance, and commercial Invoices.  These documents are usually the contract between the consignee and the consignor so they are very important for both parties and any intermediary like a third-party logistics company and governments.  
The importance of these documents is to provide information about the shipment facilitate the smooth movement of goods through the supply chain and protect the interest of all parties involved.
Insurance is a contract represented by a policy in which the policyholder receives financial protection or compensation against losses from the insurance company. The company pools client risk to make payments more affordable for policyholders. Most people have some insurance for their car, their house, their healthcare, or their life.
Insurance policy documentation contains information about the various insurance policies taken out by your company including the terms and conditions, the police documentation contains details of the agreement between your company and the insurance agencies.
The freight chain includes the following three basic functions such as supply of materials to manufacturers, manufacturing processes, and distribution of finished products through a network of distributors and retailers to the final customer. The companies involved in the various stages of this process are interconnected through the supply chain.
A value chain is a functionally integrated network of production, business, and service activities that includes stages from the transformation of raw materials, and production to the delivery of finished products to the market. 
Consignee and shipper responsibilities, each shipment involves a third-party operator who sells, transports, or holds the goods on behalf of another party who retains full ownership of the goods until are sold.  
There are two parties involved in every shipment process the sender and the receiver. A shipper is an individual or a company that initiates and organizes the process of sending their goods. A shipper is a seller or exporter and is often referred to as a shipper. The shipper selects a carrier or shipping company to transport the goods to the importer or a buyer. The shipping company will issue a bill of lading to the shipper once the carrier has received the goods in acceptable condition and is ready to ship them to the buyer. The bill of lading contains information on all parties involved in the transport of goods, including the sender, consignee, notifier, and carrier. 
A shipper begins the shipping process once they either receive an order from the importer or enter into an agreement with a third-party seller to sell their goods. The sender retains title to the shipment until it is accepted by the buyer. 
Depending on the type of Incoterm agreed between the shipper and the buyer, either party pays the insurance costs. If Incoterms CIF- Cost, Insurance, and Freight are specified in the contract, then the sender pays for the insurance of goods. In the case of CFR Incoterms, the insurance of the goods during transport is arranged by the recipient or the end customer.
Another responsibility of the shipper is to ensure that all notices of hazardous materials are communicated to the consignee and the buyer to send commissions to the consignee on time and to resolve any complaints and problems from consignees. 
Logistics automation refers to the process of using technology and systems to streamline and optimize various aspects of the e-commerce logistics workflow. It involves the integration of software, hardware, and intelligent algorithms to automate repetitive tasks, increase efficiency, and increase overall operational performance.
By automating logistics processes, businesses can eliminate manual errors reduce reliance on human intervention, and achieve higher levels of accuracy and precision. From inventory management and order processing to warehouse operations and shipping, logistics automation covers a wide range of functions and enables businesses to deliver products to customers faster and more efficiently.  
When incoming goods are marked with barcodes the automation system automatically alerts them to their arrival. This helps in scanning and correct identification of goods, which further ensures proper quality assessment and handover to fixed machinery in the warehouse or distribution unit. Liquid logistics refers to the terms handling and distribution of liquid goods along the supply chain, it involves moving liquids including drinks, chemicals, water, petroleum, and other liquids. The activities include the handling, distribution, packing, shipping, and storage of liquid products are frequently included in liquid logistics.
Liquids can be moved without the need for manual labor or mechanical propulsion when they flow from a higher level to a lower level because liquids conform to the shape of the container they are in, there is a tremendous lot of freedom in how storage systems are designed and how dead space is used.
The import and export refer to the logistics that are associated with international trade. Imported products and services are those that citizens of a nation buy from other countries in place of domestically produced goods. Because import transactions require payments to sellers who are located outside the nation, imports result in a financial outflow from the nation.
Products and services that are created domestically but marketed to clients abroad are known as exports. Since export transactions entail selling local goods and services to foreign buyers, exports result in an inflow of funds into the seller’s nation. 
The importance of imports and exports and the overall balance of trade to an economy varies greatly throughout nations. A net positive trade balance and exports are essential to the prosperity and expansion of the economy of China, the largest exporter in the world.
Large-scale exports of raw materials and commodities to rich countries frequently drive the economic expansion of developing nations because of this, mining is frequently a major industry in these nations.
Export and free trade are agreements that deal with lower import and export tariffs between two or more countries. Free trade policies provide for the free flow of products and services across international borders with little to no restrictions on their exchange from the government in the form of tariffs, quotas, or prohibitions.
The advantage of exporting is the trading that reaches a global level, access to a worldwide market of purchasers is one of the main advantages of exporting. Another advantage is increasing profit which the profitability of exporting is an additional benefit. Gaining access to a worldwide buyer base will boost sales, which will raise profitability.
Another benefit of exporting is the mitigation of risk, by exposing your goods to overseas consumers and markets, you can diversify your clientele and lessen the dependence of your company on fluctuations in a particular home economy.

Also naturally, there is a higher risk involved, and starting might be more difficult for small enterprises. Barriers based on culture are crucial to investing money in cultural sensitivity if you intend to export to a nation with a radically different culture. Cultural norms and language limitations can be major obstacles for startups in the commercial world.
Variation in exchange rates is also a disadvantage, changes in exchange rates have the potential to reduce sales and profit for your company. The price at which one currency can be purchased stated in terms of another currency is known as the exchange rate.
Incoterms are the commonly used terms of sale or are a collection of 11 globally accepted guidelines that specify what is expected of both buyers and sellers, incoterms delineate the parties accountable for handling and covering the cost of the shipping, insurance, paperwork, customs clearance, and further logistical task
Incoterms The International Chamber of Commerce (ICC) provides a set of Incoterms, officially known as international commercial terms, to facilitate international trade. Incoterms which are widely accepted, define the responsibilities of buyers and sellers in foreign trade contracts preventing misunderstandings. 
Incoterms are a type of shorthand that parties engaged in both domestic and international trade frequently use to better understand one another and the specifics of their business agreements. Certain Incoterms apply to all modes of transportation, but others are limited to shipping over water.
Some of Incoterms are FOB the phase Free On Board refers to the point in the supply chain where the buyer or seller assumes responsibility for the goods being carried. Purchase orders between buyers and sellers define ownership, risk, and transportation expenses in addition to defining the FOB terms.
FOB Origin or “FOB Shipping Point” denotes that once the seller ships the item, the buyer takes all risk and accepts title to the items at the shipment point. If the products are lost or damaged during transit, the buyer is liable.
“FOB Destination” denotes that the seller will keep all liability and title to the goods until they are delivered to the customer.
Since they were created to standardize the norms and regulations about the shipment and transportation of products, international laws have been in effect for many years. Because international trade can be complicated and because trade rules vary between countries, it has been vital to have special contracts in place.
CFR stands for cost of Freight.  CFR is the term that the seller is obliged to clear the products for export, load them onto the ship at the port of departure, and cover transportation to the specified port of destination under CFR rules. When the seller places the items on board the ship, the risk is transferred from the vendor to the buyer.
From the point of destination, the buyer bears all additional transportation costs including import clearance and customs. CFR is only used when transporting by inland or coastal waterways.
CIF stands for Cost of Insurance and Freight Agreement. CIF is a shipping clause that carries liability for all three points from the seller. When making an international purchase, the seller bears the responsibility of exporting the goods and shipping them until they reach the port of destination, all the while maintaining cargo insurance.
When shipping under the CIF Incoterms, ownership of the goods passes to the seller as soon as they are securely put aboard the boat, nevertheless, the seller is still in charge of covering freight costs and obtaining shipping insurance.
This implies that up until the products reach the destination port, the seller is responsible for covering all freight expenses
CIF does not apply to other modes of shipping; it only covers shipments by water or by sea. Although it is feasible to utilize this Incoterm on smaller than-container loads as well, shipping entire containers is the most usual use case for this strategy.
CIP Incoterm is a term that is used in trade, insurance has long been a common practice. Carriage and insurance paid to or CIP, is the process by which a seller covers the cost of freight and insurance to deliver goods to a party designated by the seller at a certain location. As soon as the products are given to the carrier or designated individual, the buyer assumes all liability for any damage or loss to the items being carried.
Cost of Insurance and Freight of CIF is an agreement used in commodities and maritime trade, it is similar to but distinct from CIP. The seller must insure the items during transit for 110% of the contract value under CIP. The buyer is responsible for making their arrangements if they would like additional insurance.
The main function of logistics is Order processing which will oversee the complete workflow that defines how orders are processed and delivered to meet clients' needs.  Organizations can receive a document, assemble, and distribute customer orders in the least amount of time by using an efficient logistics approach. The process of an order has five steps which are placing the order, selecting inventory, sorting, packaging, and shipping.
Another function is Material Handling, the logistics company is in charge of overseeing the excess inventory at the warehouse it guarantees the safe transportation of products from the point of manufacture to the point of distribution. Because handling items or materials can be a difficult operation Organizations should optimize the labor process and add relevant manual, semi-automated, and automated technology.   Transporting goods or suppliers that have been stored is a crucial logistics task that can improve customer satisfaction and save manufacturing costs. 
The importance of Logistics is to focus on the movement of goods, but its effects extend much further. In business success in logistics translates into higher efficiency, lower costs, higher production speeds, better inventory control, smarter use of warehouse space, higher customer and supplier satisfaction, and a better customer experience.
Therefore, transportation means the movement of goods from the point of origin to the point of consumption it requires the company supply chain to run operations efficiently which is driving high levels of operation excellence. The company must manage the cost of transportation under advanced routing management and following compliance and regulation. A transport network that responds to your organizational needs significantly the delivery time and reduces transportation costs.  Therefore, transportation is the major function of logistics as it is driven by strategic planning.
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
