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  The goal of perfect pronunciation is not to take your personality out of your speech. Indeed mannerisms that give hints of your origin are charming in English. Then goal is rather, to speak so that people listen to what you say, not how you say it. The goal is to be understood the first time you say something and to be confident and proud of the way you speak.
This project is designed to help you pronounce English words, phrases and sentences correctly, so that the meaning you intend is clear and the sounds are pleasing to the ear.
The materiales are organized to help you get through the maze of English spelling so that you will know how to pronounce any new words.  English spelling reflects the history of the words rather than how they are pronounced. The spelling of the word sounds, in particular, is an unreliable guide to their pronunciation.  Also, many vowel and consonant letters are silent, they are simply not pronounced at all. Most importantly, however, the pronunciation of many grammatical markers systematically changes according to the sounds that precede them, and these changes are not reflected in the spelling. Native speakers do not even notice these changes, but make them automatically. You will learn to do the same thing
Every sound represents a syllable in a word. Syllables are either emphasized and “stressed,” or weak and “unstressed.”
There are 17 (seventeen) different vowel sounds in English.
English spelling is challenging because its sounds are not
very well represented by the letters used in writing it.
Unlike many languages, English writing is not phonetic:
most English sounds have several very different spellings.
One particularly frustrating area in English is how its
vowel sounds are spelled. The spellings of these sounds
are particularly confusing because there are only five
vowel letters, (a, e, i, o, u ) in English, but there are
at least 14 vowel sounds in standard American English.
To make this situation even more complicated, the letters
w and y are used in writing both vowel and consonant
sounds. Also, most English vowel sounds change when
they are followed by the / r / sound.
They all have “voice,” which occurs as the vocal cords vibrate.
The tongue does not touch other part of the mouth, teeth or lips. 
The vowel sounds differ by the distance between the lips,
The shape of the lips
The length of time the sound is held.
The 'voiced th' /ð/ and 'unvoiced th' /θ/ sounds are the only pair of English sounds that share a single, common spelling. To pronounce the sounds, the tip of the tongue is placed behind the top front teeth. The friction occurs between the tip of the tongue and the top front teeth.
Schwa is a quick, relaxed, neutral vowel pronunciation very close to a 'short u' /ʌ/. The purpose of schwa is to allow unstressed syllables to be said more quickly so the main beats of spoken words are easier to place on the stressed syllables.
 Syllables: One way to teach students to identify syllables is to have them close their mouth and say a word. They then count how many breaths of air they take to say the word. That is the number of syllables. For students that have learned about vowels, explain that each syllable needs to have a vowel sound.
When T is between two vowels sounds (A.E.I.O.U.Y) or between a vowel and L or R (these letters are called semi-vowels to linguistic,) it becomes a D sound. In phonics this sound is called a “flap.” Which means the tongue touches the roof of the mouth quickly, it should be a soft, light sound. This is the key difference between British and American speech. This rule is widely applicable.. You may find a few exceptions, but you will be more surprised by how well the rule works. Examples. Computer  /compuder/, Water /wader/, Better, /beder/, matter /mader/, put it on /pudidon/ etc.
Elephant Word: Words with unusual spelling patterns. It does not follow the phonic rules.
